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The purpose of this release is to provide information to mortgage brokers (agents) and their sponsoring lenders relative to the ordering of VA appraisals that should be processed under the Lender Appraisal Processing Program (LAPP).   





What is LAPP?





LAPP is a program that allows lenders with VA “automatic authority” to review VA origination appraisals, make the value determination, and issue a notice of value to the veteran borrower.  Currently 98% of all VA loans closed in New England are funded by lenders with automatic authority.





Why should a lender process VA loans under LAPP?





Appraisals processed under LAPP can eliminate delays associated with a VA review of the appraisal and reduces mailing time from VA to the lender.  It can also be a key marketing tool.  Over 70% of VA origination appraisals are processed by lenders under this program.  Those lenders who do not have or use LAPP could be at a disadvantage when discussing processing time with realtors or potential borrowers.





What should a mortgage broker (agent) do when ordering a VA appraisal?





The mortgage broker should first confirm with the sponsoring lender that the lender has 


VA LAPP authority.  If so, obtain the lender’s VA lender ID number from the lender.





Access the VA Internet Assignment System (vaas.vba.va.gov) and indicate the appraisal type as LAPP.





In completing the assignment screen the mortgage broker must enter the first ten digits of the sponsoring lender’s VA lender ID number in item 1E.


























Once the screen is completed, strike the “Submit” tab and it will show a fully completed VA Form 26-1805 and appraiser information.  The mortgage broker must print the VA Form 26-1805 and send it to the assigned appraiser.  The assigned appraiser will forward the completed appraisal report directly to the LAPP lender to review.
